AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE SUBDIVISION OF
LAND PRESCRIBING STANDARDS FOR
SUBDIVISIONS AND FOR THE IMPROVEMENT

REVIEW OF PROPOSED SUBDIVISION PLATS

SECTION 1. General Provisions.

1.

Short Title.

This ordinance shall be known as the "Subdivision Ordinance” of Winnebago
County. lowa.

Purposc.

The purpose of this ordinance is to provide minimum standards for the design.
development and improvement of all new subdivisions and resubdivisions of land so
that existing land uses will be protected. and so that growth occurs in an orderly
manncr. consistent with the Comprehensive Plan and to promote the public health,
salcty and genceral welfare of the citizens of Winncbago County. [owa.



Application.

Every owner of any tract or parcel of land who has subdivided or shall hereafter
subdividc or plat said tract or parcel into two (2) or more parts, any part of which is
less than twenty (20) acres for the purpose of laying out an addition, subdivision.
building lot or lots. acrcage or suburban lots within the County. shall cause plats of
such arcas to be made in the form. and containing the information. as hereinafter set
forth before setling or offering for sale any lots therein contained or placing the plat
on record.

Recording of Plat.

No subdivision plat. resubdivision plat or street dedication within Winncbago
County. lowa, shall be [iled for record with the County Recorder, or recorded by the
County Recorder. until a final plat of such subdivision. rcsubdivision or street
dedication has been reviewed and approved in accordance with the provisions of this
ordinance.

Upon the approval of the [inal plat by the Governing Body. it shall be the duty of the
subdivider 10 immediately file such plat with the County Auditor and County
Recorder. as required by law. Such approval shall be revokable afier thirty (30) days,
unless such plat has been duly recorded. and evidence thercof filed with the
Governing Body within such thirty (30) days.

Fees Established.

The Governing Body shall. from time 1o time establish by resolution, fees for the
review of plats. No plat for any subdivision or resubdivision shall be considered
filed with the Governing Body unless and until said plat is accompanied by the fee,
as cslablished by resolution of the Governing Body. and as required by this
ordinance.

Pcnallics.

Any person who shall disposc of or offcr for sale any lot or lots within the area of
jurisdiction of this ordinance. until the plat thercof has been approved by the
Governing Body. and rccorded as required by law. shall be guilty of a simple
misdemeanor which is punishable by a finc of not more than one hundred dollars
($100) or by imprisonment of not more than thirty (30) days. Each day that a
violalion occurs or is permitied by the defendani to exist, constitutes a scparate
offense.

Building Pcrmit to be Denicd.

No building permit shall be issued for construction on any lot. parcel or tract where



a subdivision is required by this ordinance. unless and until a final plat of such
subdivision has been approved and recorded in accordarice with this crdinance, and
until the improvements required by this ordinance have been installed.

SECTION 2. Definitions. For the purposcs ol this ordinance, certain words herein shall be defined
as, and interpreted as follows. Words used in the present tense shall include the future, the singular
shall include the plural. the plural shall include the singular. the masculine gender shall include the
femininc. the term "shall” is always mandatory. and the tlerm "may" is permissive.

1. "Alley" shall mean public property dedicated 1o public use primarily for vehicular
access 1o the back or side of propertics otherwisc abutling on a strcet.

2. "Block" shall mean an arca of land within a subdivision that is entircly bounded by
streets. railroad right-of-ways, rivers, tracts of public land or the boundary of the
subdivision.

3. "County Engincer” shall mean the proflcssional engineer registered with the State of

Iowa designated as County Engincer by the Governing Body.

4, "Comprchensive Plan" shall mean the gencral plan for the development of the
County. which may be titled master plan. general plan. comprehensive plan or some
other title, which plan has been adopted by the Governing Body.  Such
Comprehensive Plan shall include any part of such plan scparatcly adopled, and any
amendment to such plan or parts thereof.

N

"Cul-de-sac" shall mean a street having once end connected to another strect, and the
other cnd terminated by a vchicular turn-around.

6. "Eascment” shall mean an authorization by a property owner for another o use a
designated parl of his property [or a specifted purposc.

7. "Flood hazard arca" shall mean any arca subject 1o flooding by a onc pereent (1%)
probability flood. otherwise referred 1o as a one hundred (100) year flood: as
designaled by the Iowa Natural Resources Council or the Federal Insurance
Administration.

8. "Floodway" shall mecan the channel of a river or other watercourse and the adjacent
lands that must be reserved in order 1o discharge the waters of a onc hundred (100)
year flood without cumulatively raising the waterway surface clevation more than
onc (1) foot.

9. "Governing Body" shall mean the Board of Supervisors of Winncbago County. lowa.

10. "Improvements" shall mean changes to land necessary Lo prepare it for building sites
including but not limited to grading. filling. streetl paving. curb paving. sidewalks.

walkways. watcr mains. sewers, drainage ways and other pubic works and
appurtcnanccs.

"Lot" shall mcan a portion of a subdivision or other parcel or tract intended as a unit
for the purpose. whether immediate or luture. of transfer of ownership or for building
dcvclopment.

"Corner lot" shall mean a lot sitvated at the inlersection of two strects.

"Doublc frontage lot" shall mean any lot which is nol a corner lot which abuts two
strects.

"Owner" shall mean the legal entity holding tille to the property being subdivided.
or such representative or agent as is {ully empowered (o act on its bchalf.

"Planning Commission” shall mean the appointed commission designated by the
Governing Body for the purposcs of this ordinance, and may also be the Zoning
Commission. in which casc such commission shall be known as the Planning and
Zoning Commission.

"Plat" shall mean a map. drawing or chart on which a subdivider's plan for the
subdivision of land is presented. which he submits for approval and intends. in final
form, to record.

"Plats Officer" shall mean the individual assigned the duty (o administer this
ordinance by the Governing Body or other appointing authority.

"Resubdivision" shall mean any subdivision of land which has previously been
included in a recorded plat. In appropriate context it may be a verb referring to the
act of preparing a plat of previously subdivided land.

"Street” shall mean public property. not an alley. intended for vehicular circulation.
In appropriaic context the term street may refer (o the right-of-way bounded by the
property lings of such public property. or may rcfer to the paving installed within
such right-ol-way.

"Major street” shall mean an aricrial street or other street which has or is planned 1o
have continuity 1o carry traffic from one scction of the County to another.

"Subdivider" shall mean the owner of property being subdivided. or such other
person or entily empowered to act on the owner's behalf.

"Subdivision" shall mean the division of land into two (2) or more parts. for the
purposc. whether immediate or future, of transfer of ownership or building
development. The term, when appropriate (o the context may refer to the process of
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subdividing or to the land subdivided. However. the sale or exchange of small
parccls of land o or between the owners of adjacent platted lots where such sale or
exchange does not creale any additional lots. and where the land sold or exchanged
constitutes less than fifty percent (50%) of the arca of the enlarged lot after such
transfer, or where no parcel of less than twenty (20) acres is created, shall not be
considcred a subdivision.

“Utilitics” shall mean systems for the distribution or collection of water, gas,
clectricily, wastewaler and storm walcr.

Improvements.

Improvements Required.

The subdivider shall. at his cxpense. install and construct all improvements required
by this ordinance. All required improvements shall be installed and constructed in
accordance with the design standards established for such improvements by the
County. and as shown on the approved preliminary plat.

Inspection.

All improvements shall be inspected to insure compliance with the requirements of
this ordinance. The cost of such inspection shall be borne by the subdivider. and
shall be the actual cost of the inspection o the County.

Minimum Improvements.

The improvemenis sct forth below shall be considered the minimum improvements
necessary 10 protect the public health, safety and welfare.

A. Streets:  The subdivider of the land being subdivided shall provide the
grading of the cntirc sireel right-of-way. alley or public place. and provide
appropriatc paving on all streets. All streets or alleys shall be of such width
and shall be so constructed as (o meet the standards of the County.

Private streets, not dedicated to the County. may be approved by the Board
of Supervisors where unusual conditions make a private sireet desirable,
provided adcqualc covenants or other legal documents ensure that the County
will not be required (o assume any mainicnance or other responsibility for
such street.

The County may require. as a condition for approval of the plat. dedication
and improvement of a street having a width greater than necessary to meet
the needs of the platted arca. but nceessary 10 meet street requirements of
both the platted arca and other arcas. In such event, the County shall pay the



subdivider the difference in cost of improving the wider street and the street
of a width adequale to meet the needs of the platied arca alone. The strects,
upon final approval and acceptance by the County. shall become the property
of the County.

Sanitary Sewer System: The subdivider of the land being platted shall make
adequalc provision for the disposal of sanitary scwage from the platied arca
with duc regard being given to present or rcasonably foresecable nceds.
Where conneclion o a central sewer system. or construction of a central

sewagce coliection and treatment system cannot reasonably be accomplished.,
septic sysiems approved by the County Health Officer may be allowed.

The County may require. as a condition for approval of the plal. installation
of a sanitary sewer system Lhat is larger than nccessary to meet the needs of
the platied arca. but necessary to meet the sanitary sewer requirements of
both the platted area and other arcas. In such cvent, the County shall pay the
subdivider the difference in cost of the pipe. appurtenances and installation
of the larger sewer and the sewer of a size adequate o meet the needs of the
platted arca alone.

Storm Sewer System: The subdivider of the land being platted shall install
and construct a storm water drainage and/or storm scwer system adequalte to
serve the area. including anticipated extension of use to serve additional
arcas. so as 10 prevent undue runoff onto adjacent land. The subsurface tile
system shall be construcled in accordance with standards and specifications
of the County. at grades approved by the County Engincer.

The County may require, as a condition for approval of the plal, installation
of a subsurface tile sysiem that is larger than necessary 1o meet the needs of
the platted area and other arcas.  In such event, the County shall pay the
subdivider the difference in cost of pipe and installaticon of the larger tile and
the tile of a size adequate (o meel the needs of the platted arca alonc.

Where a subsurface tile outlet cannot reasonably be made. the County may
waive this requircment if alternate facilities (or ground walter discharge are
not available. However, if alternaie facilities are available. they shall be
designed (o fully protect the public health. safety and welfare and shall meet
all requircments of the State and County or other applicable health
rcgulations.

Water System: The subdivider of the land being platted shall make
appropriate provision for a suitable water supply [or cach platted lot or
parcel.  Such water supply shall be appropriate for the character of
development proposed. No subdivision shall be approved until and unless



the proposed system for providing water has been approved by the County
Health Officer. Individual wells, if approved. may be installed by the
subdivider or by a subscquent owner at the time development of the lot takes
placc.

The County may requirc. as a condition for approval of the plat, installation
ol a waler main system that is larger than necessary 10 meet the needs of athe
platted arca, bul necessary (0 mect requirements of both the platied area and
other arcas. In such event. the County shall pay the subdivider the difference
in cost of the pipe and installation of the larger main and the water main of
a size adequate to meet the needs of the platied area alone.

Sidewalks/Walkways: The subdivider of the land being platted shall be
responsible for the installation of sidewalks/walkways to adequately serve the
lots within the subdivision. Sidewalks/walkways shall be hard-surfaced and
may be provided cither as sidewalks constructed within the street right of way
or walkways provided across privately owned land adcquately guaraniccing
public acccss and use. Sidewalks constructed on public property shall be so
designed and constructed as to mect the standards of the County 0 insure
pcdestrian safety.

Sidewalks/walkways may only be waived by the Board of Supervisors upon
Planning and Zoning Commission recommendation in residential
subdivisions where all lois cxceed twenty thousand (20.000) squarc fect in
arca and have a width of at least one hundred twenty feet (1207).

In commercial subdivisions. sidewalks/walkways rcquirements may be
waived by the Board of Supervisors at its discretion and upon the Planning
and Zoning Commission's recommendation.

Grading and Monuments: The subdivider shall grade all lots within the plat
to conflorm 1o the proposed contours approved on the preliminary plal.
Where grading is required. at least six inches (6") of topsoil coverage shall
be retained on the lot which shall be stabilized by sceding or planting.

The property owner shall be responsible for any nccessary adjustments in
utility lines required because of changes in grading from the contours
approved on the preliminary plat.

Monuments shall be placed at all lot and block corners as well as angle points
on any property linc and curve cndpoints. All monuments shall be properly
sel according to Chapter 114A. Code of lowa. by a registered land surveyor
in the State of Towa.

Other Improvements: The subdivider of the land being platied shall be
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responsible for the grading and sceding of all lots, and the installation of
street signs and street lighting as required.  All such improvements shall be
subject to the approval of the County Engineer or wiility company manager.
as applicablc.

Easements Required.

A. Utility Easements: Where required for the placement of present or future
utilitics, casements of not less than ten (10) feet in width shall be granted by
the owner along rear. and where necessary, along side. lot lines for public
utility requircments. Except where prohibited by topo-graphy. such
easements shall be centered on lot lines, Easements of greater width may be
required along lot lines. or across lots when necessary for the placement and
maintcnance of utilitics. No buildings or structures except as necessary for
utilitics shall be permitted on such casements.

B. Eascments Along Streams and Watcrcourses: Whenever any strecam or
surface watcrcourse is located in an arca that is being subdivided. the
subdivider shall. at his own expense. make adequate provisions for the proper
drainagc of surface watcr and shall also provide and dedicate (o the County
an cascment along said streams and watcrcourses as necessary [or the proper
mainicnance of the watcrcourse, and as approved by the County.

Maintcnance of Improvemenis.

Unless otherwise approved by the Governing Body. improvements required 1o be
installed shall remain the property and the responsibility of the subdivider, or
successors in interest to the lands being subdivided. No subdivision shall be
approved until and unless legal covenants, running with the land. sulficient 1o cnsure
that the County will not nced to assume maintenance responsibility for any such
improvement. have been approved by the County Atlorney and the Governing Body.

Standards.

Standard Prescribed.

The standards sct forth in this ordinance shall be considered the minimum standards
nccessary 10 protect the public health, safety and gencral welfare.

Land Suitability.
No land shall be subdivided which is found to be unsuitable for subdividing by

rcason of flooding, ponding. poor drainage. adverse soil conditions. adverse
geological formations. unsatisfactory topography or other conditions likely to be

harmful to the public health, safety or gencral welfare, unless such unsuitable
conditions arc correcled 1o the satisfaction of the County.

If land is found to be unsuitable for subdivision for any of the reasons cited in this
section, the Governing Body shall statc its reasons in writing and afford the
subdivider an opportunily o present data regarding such unsuitability. Thercafter.
the Governing Body may reaffirm. modify or withdraw its determination regarding
such unsuitability.

Lands Subject to Flooding.

No subdivision containing land located in a floodway or a [lood hazard arca shall be
approved by the County without the approval of the appropriate State agencies. No
lot shall be located so as 10 include land located within a [loodway or flood hazard
arca unless the lot is of such sizc and shape that it will contain a buildable arca not
within the floodway or flood hazard arca. suitable for development as allowed by the
Zoning Ordinance for the zone in which the lot is locaied.

Land located within a llood hazard arca or a flloodway may be included within a plat
as follows. subject (o the approval of the County.

A. Included within individual lots in the subdivision. subject (o the limitations
of this scction.

B. Reserved as open space for recreation use by all owners of lots in the
subdivision, with an appropriate legal instrument. approved by the County.,
providing for its carc and maintcnance by such owners.

C. If acceptable to the County, dedicated to the County as public open space for
rcecreation or {lood control purposcs.

Plat to Conform with Comprchensive Plan,

The arrangemenl. character. extent, width. grade and location of all streets, and the
general nature and extem of the lots and uses proposed shall conform to the
Comprchensive Plan of the County. provided such plan has been adopted by the
County: and shall conform to such other plans. including but not limited 10 a County
Road or Street Plan, a Sanitary Sewer System Plan, a Water Sysiem Plan or a Parks
and Open Space Plan, provided such plan has been adopted by the County.

Construction Standards for Improvements.
In addition 1o the standards sct forth in this ordinance. the County Engincer shall

from time to lime prepare. and the Governing Body shall from time to time. adopt by
resolution, technical standards (or public improvements. Such technical standards



for public improvements shall contain the minimum acceptable specifications for the
construction of improvements. Such technical standards may vary for classes of
improvements. giving duc regard to the classification of streets and roads. or other
improvements. and the extent and character of the arca scerved by the improvements.

Street Standards.

The following standards shall apply to all strects 10 be located within the subdivision.

A,

Streets shall provide for the continuation of major streets from adjoining
platted areas. and the extension of major streets into adjoining unplaticd
arcas. Where a plat encompasses the location {or a major street proposed in
thc Comprehensive Plan or County Road or Street Plan. the plat shall provide
for such major street.

Street grades shall align to cxisting strects. and all grades for streets shall be
as approved by the County.

New arterial streets shall be located so as to not require direct access [rom the
arlerial street to abutting lots.

Strect right-of-way and pavement widths shall be as specified in the
Comprchensive Plan. County Road or Street Plan. or Technical Standards for
Public Improvemcnis.

Half-streets are prohibited. exceptl. where an existing platted half-strect abuts
the subdivision. a plauted half-street 1o complete the street shall be required.

Minor strects should be designed o discourage through traffic while safcly
connccling 10 major streets or roads.,

Street jogs with centerline offsets of Iess than one hundred twenty-[ive (125)
{cet shall be prohibited. except where topography or other physical conditions
make such jogs unavoidable.

Streets shall imicrsect as nearly at right angles as possible: and no street shali
interseet any other sirect at less than sixty (60) degrees.

At intersections of major strecis, and otherwise as necessary, lot corner
abutting the intersection shall be rounded with a radius sufficient to provide
nccessary space within the right-of-way for sidewalks. traffic control devices
and other necessary improvements without encroachment onto the corner
lots.



Dcad cnd strects arc prohibited. except where a street is planned to continue
past the subdivider's property. a temporary dead end may be allowed.

Streets which connect with other streets. or loop streets. arc preferable. but
cul-de-sacs may be permitted. Cul-de-sacs should not exceed five hundred
(500) fect in length. unless a greater length is unavoidable.

In gencral, alleys shall be prohibited in residential arcas and required in
commcrcial arcas with normal street (rontage. Dead cnd alleys arce
prohibited. unless provided with a turn-around with a minimum right-of-way
diamcter of onc hundred twenty fect (120,

When a tract is subdivided into larger than normal lots or parcels, such lots
or parcels shall be so arranged as to permit the logical location and opening
of luture streets and appropriate resubdivision with provision for adequate
wtility connections for such resubdivision.

Easements for the future openings and extensions for such strects or utilitics
may. al the discretion of the Governing Body, be made a requirement of the
plat.

Streets which are, or will become extensions of existing strects shall be given
the same name as exisling streets. New street names shall not be the same or
sound similar to existing street names.  All strect names shall be al the
approval of the Governing Body.

Block and Lol Standards.

The following standards shall apply 10 the layout of blocks and lots in all
subdivisions, and to the extent possible, in all resubdivisions.

A,

The size and shape of blocks or lots intended for commercial or industrial usc
shall be adequate 1o provide for the use intended. and 10 mecet the parking.
loading and other requirements for such uses contained in the Zoning
Ordinance.

Block and lot arrangement and design shall be such that all lots will provide
satisfactory building sitcs, properly related to topography and surrounding

land uses.

The size and shape of all lots shall comply with all requirements of the
Zoning Ordinancc for the zone in which the lot is located.

All lots shall abut a public street. or upon an approved private street. with a
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minimum frontage of at least thirty-five (35) feet measured as a straight line
between the two front lot corners.

E. Unless unavoidable. lots shall not front. or have direct access o arterial
streets or county roads. Where unavoidable, lots shall be so arranged as 10
minimize the number of access points.

F. All'lot lines shall be at right angles to straight street lines or radial to curved
street lines. except where. in the judgement of the Governing Body. a
variation 1o this provision will provide a beticr street and lot layout.

G. Corner lots shall have sufficient extra width 1o permit the required front yard
sctback as specificd in the Zoning Ordinance, oriented to cither street.

H. Double frontage lots shall only be permitted where abutting a major street
and a minor street, and such lots shall front only on the minor street.

Parks and Opcen Space.

All residential subdivisions should be so designed as to meel the neighborhood park
and open space needs of it or its residents. Such needs may be met by dedication and
acceptance of public park land and/or by reservation by covenant of private space.
providing, there shall exist sulficient covenants, running with the land. to insure
adequate maintenance by the property owners benefitting from such open space.

Procedurcs.

Pre-Application Conference.

Whenever a subdivision located in the County is proposed. the owner and subdivider
shall schedule a pre-application conference with the Plats Officer. The conference
should be atiended by the Plats Officer and such other County or utility
representatives as is deemed desirable; and by the owner and his engineer and/or
planner, as deemed desirable. 1f any portion of the land 10 be subdivided lics within
two (2) miles of any municipality within the County, which has adopted subdivision
rcgulations in accordance wilh the provisions of Chapter 354. Code of lowa. the Plats
Officer shall notily the city in writing and shall invite the appropriate city
representatives to atiend the pre-application conference.

The purpose of such conference shall be to acquaint the County with the proposed
subdivision and to acquaint the subdivider with the requirements. procedures and

spccial problems relating (o the proposed subdivision.

Sketch Plan Required.




For the pre-application conference. the subdivider shall provide a map or sketch
showing the location of the subdivision, the gencral location of any proposcd streets
and other improvements and the general layout and arrangement of intended land
uscs in relation to the surrounding arca.

Presentation 1o the Planning Commission or Governing Body.

The subdivider may present the sketch plan to the Planning Commission and
Governing for review prior to incurring significant costs preparing the preliminary
or final plat.

Subdivision Classilied.

Any proposed subdivision or resubdivision shall be classified as a minor subdivision
or a major subdivision,

A. Minor Subdivision: Any subdivision which contains not more than four (4)
lots fronting on an cxisting streel and docs not require the construction of any
public improvements, and which docs not adversely affcct the remainder of
the parcel shall be classified as minor plat.

B. Major Subdivision: Any subdivision. which in the opinion of the Governing
Body. docs not for any reason meet the definition of a minor plat. shali be
classificd as a major subdivision.

Plat Required.

In order to secure approval of any proposed subdivision. the owner and subdivider
shall submit o the County. plats and other information as required by this ordinance.
The owner and subdivider of any major subdivision shall comply with the
requircments for a preliminary plat and the requircments for a final plat. The owner
and subdivider of a minor subdivision may clect (0 omit the submission of a
preliminary plat.

Requirements of the Preliminary Plat.

The subdivider shall prepare and file with the Plais Officer. ten (10) copices of the
preliminary plat. drawn at a scale of onc inch equals onc hundred feet (1" = 100) or
larger. Sheet size shall not exceed twenty-four inches by thirty-six inches (24" x
36"). Where more than one sheet is required, the sheets shall show the number of the
sheet and the total number of sheels in the plat. and match lines indicating where
other sheets adjoin,

The prcliminary plat shall be clearly marked "Prcliminary Plat" and shall show. or
havc atiached thereto. the following:
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Title. scale. north point and date on cach sheel.

Proposed name of the subdivision which shall not duplicate or resembic
caisting subdivision names in the Counly.

The name and address of the owner and the name, address and profession of
the person preparing the plat.

A key map showing the general location of the proposed subdivision in
rclation to surrounding lands.

The names and locations of adjacent subdivisions and the names of record
owners and location of adjoining parcels of unplatted land. A list of all
owners of record of property located within two hundred (200) feet of the
subdivision boundary shall be attached.

The location of property lines. streets and alleys. casements. buildings.
utilitics. watercourses. tree masses and other existing leatures affecting the

plan.

Existing.and proposcd zoning of the proposed subdivision and adjoining
property.

Contours at vertical intervals of not more than two (2) feet if the general
slope of the site is less than ten percent (10%) and at vertical intervals of not
more than live (5) feet if the general slope is ten percent (10%) or grealer.,
The legal description of the area being platied.

The boundary of the arca being platied. shown as a dark line. with the
approximale length of boundary lincs and the approximate location of the
property in reference 1o known section lines.

The layoul, numbers and approximate dimensions of proposed lots.

The location. width and dimensions of all streeis.

The proposed names for all streets in the arca being plaued.

Present and proposed utility sysiems., including sanilary and storm sewers,
other drainage facilitics. water lines. gas mains. cleetric utilitics and other

facilitics.

Proposed casements showing location. width, purposcs and limitations.
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Parcels of land proposed 10 be dedicated or reserved for schools. parks.
playgrounds or other public, scmi-public or community purposes. or shown
for such purposcs in the Comprehensive Plan or other adopted plans.

A general summary description of any protective covenants or private
restrictions 1o be incorporated in the final plat shall be attached.

Any other pertinent information as necessary.

The fee. as required by this ordinance.

Proccdures for Review of Preliminary Plats.

A.

The Plats Officer shall provide copics of the plat 10 the County Engincer and
such other persons as necessary 10 review the plat: and shall schedule the plat
for consideration by the Planning Commission. The Plats Officer shall
maintain a copy of the plat for public inspcction.

The County Engincer shall examine the plat as to its compliance with the
requirements of the ordinances and standards of the County and good
enginecring practice and shall report his findings regrading the plat to the
Planning Commission.

The Planning Commission shall examine the plat and the report of the
County Engincer, and such other information as it deems nccessary or
desirable. to ascertain whether the plat conforms to the ordinances of the
County and conforms to the Comprehensive Plan and other duly adopted
plans of the County. The Planning Commission shall. within forty-five (45)
days of the filing of the plat with the Plats Officer, forward a report and
rccommendation regarding the plat to the Governing Body.  If such
recommendation is 1o disapprove or modify the plat. the rcasons therefore
shall be set forth in writing in the repori. and a copy of the report and
rccommendation shall be provided to the applicant.

The Governing Body shall examine the plat. the report of the County
Engincer, the report of the Planning Commission and such other information
as it deems necessary or desirable. Upon such examination, the Governing
Body shall ascertain whether the plat conforms to the ordinances and
standards of the County. conforms to the Comprehensive Plan and other duly
adopted plans of the County. in order to protect the public health and welfare.
Following such cxamination, the Governing Body may approve. approve
subject to conditions. or disapprove the plat. If the decision of the Governing
Body is Lo disapprove the plat. or to approve the plat subject to conditions.
the rcasons therefore shall be set (orth in writing in the official records of the
Governing Body. and such decisions shall be provided to the applicant.
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Action on the preliminary plat by the Governing Body shall be taken within
sixty (60) days of the filing of thc plat with the Plats Officer. unless such time
period is extended by agreement between the subdivider and the County.
Howevecr. such time limitation notwithstanding, if any portion of the land 10
be subdivided lics within two (2) miles of any municipality within the County
which has adopted subdivision regulations in accordance with the provisions
of Chapler 354, Code of Iowa, the Governing Body shall defer final action
on the plat until action has been taken by the municipality.

Duration of Approval of Prcliminary Plat.

The approval of a preliminary plat by the Governing Body shall be valid for a period
of onc (1} year from the date of such approval: after which such approval shall be
void and the subdivider shall take no action requiring the precedent approval of a
prcliminary plat except upon application for and approval of an extension of such
period of validity by the Governing Body.

Authorization to Install Improvements.

The approval of the preliminary plat shall constitute authorization by the Governing
Body for the installation of improvements as required by this ordinance, and as
shown on the preliminary plat provided no such improvement shall be constructed
or installed until and unless the plans. profiies. cross sections and specifications for
the construction of such improvement has been submitted to and approved in writing
by the County Engincer.

Complction and Acceplance of Improvements.

Before the Governing Body will approve the final plat. any improvements 10 become
the property of the County shall be constructed and accepted by formal resolution of
the Governing Body. Before passage of said resolution of aceeptance, the County
Engineer shall report that said improvements meet all County specifications and
ordinances or other County requirements and the agreemenis between the subdivider
and the County.

Performance Bond Permitted.

In licu of the requirement that improvements be completed prior to the approval of
a [inal plat, the subdivider may post a performance bond with the County
guaranteeing that improvements not completed shall be completed within a period
of onc (1) year frem the date of approval of such final plat.

Requircment of Final Plat.

The subdivider shall. within one (1) ycar from the datc of approval of the preliminary



plat. unless such time period as been cxiended. prepare and file with the Plats
Officer. ten (10) copics of the (inal plat and required attachments. as set forth in this
ordinance. Except for a final plat for a minor subdivision as set forth herein, no final
plat shall be considered by the Governing Body until and unless a preliminary plat
for the arca included in the proposed final plat has been approved and has not expired
and beceme void as sct forth above,

The final plat shall bc drawn at a scale of one inch cquals onc hundred feet (1" =
100 or larger. Sheet size shall be no greater thén cighteen inches by twenty-four
inches (18" x 24") nor smaller than cight and onc-half inches by cleven inches (8-
1/2" x 11"} and shall be of a size acceptable to the County Auditor. if more than one
sheet 1s used. each sheet shall clearly show the number of the sheet. the total number
of sheets included in the plat, and match lines indicating where other sheets adjoin.

The final plai shali show the lollowing:

A, The name of the subdivision.

B. Name and address of the owner and subdivider.

C. Scale and graphic bar scale. north arrow and date on cach sheet.

D. All monuments to be of record. as required by Chapter 354. Code of lowa,
E. Sufficient survey data to positively describe the bounds of every lot, block.

street. easement or other areas shown on the plat, as well as the outer
boundarics of the subdivided lands,

F. All distance, bearing curve and other survey data as set forth in Chapter 354,
Codec of Iowa.

G. All adjoining propertics shall be identified. and where such adjoining
propertics arc a part of a recorded subdivision, the name of that subdivision
shall be shown. If the subdivision platted is a resubdivision of a part or the
wholc of a previously recorded subdivision, sufficient ties shall be shown to
controlling lines appearing on the carlicr plat to permit an overlay 1o be made.
Resubdivisions shall be labeled as such in a sublitle following the name of
the subdivision wherever the name appears on the plat.

H. Street names and clear designation of public alleys.
L. Block and lot numbcrs.
